Learn tennis at Lorton!

If you want to learn how to hit really good tennis shots, or improve your game, there are plenty
of coaching sessions on offer at Lorton Tennis Club to enable you to do this.  Chris Lockyer, our
LTA licensed coach, is on 07900 286909 if any of the following sessions are of interest to you.

On Thursday afternoons we have our junior coaching sessions which are £4.50 per player. Our
Friday junior sessions – free under a scheme supported by the LTA – are currently fully booked
out, but it is always worth getting in touch in case we can extend these sessions.  There are
currently some free spaces on Saturday afternoons for similar LTA sponsored sessions for junior
coaching.

For adults, there are private and group coaching sessions
on offer.  These range in price from £7.50 per hour for group
sessions, up to £25 per hour for one-to-one sessions.
Whether you are a beginner new to the game, or club
champion, there is a session for you.  In the case of
beginners you’ll be able to use a free racquet during the
coaching sessions.

For free coaching, this will be on Sunday 23rd July from 3pm
to 5pm for all ages.  But please be sure to register with Chris
Lockyer first as this session is limited to the numbers our
courts can hold.

I’ve played tennis for forty years and was self-taught when I started.  It’s only in the past four
years I’ve had any proper tennis instruction, and despite being in my fifties I am playing to a higher
standard than at any other point in my life.  Proper coaching has made a tremendous difference
to me and it will to you!

Cumbria Minerals

once made Cumbria the centre of an extensive mineral extraction industry. Ian Tyler,
a local historian specialising in mining history, highlights key aspects of this story.

The next phase is transitional, where we
work together on an agreement of specific
objections and priorities. After which will
be the formal commissioning, hopefully in
November, this year.
Local concerns are naturally very
important in the life of a country
community because what happens today
in our locality affects for better or for
worse the kind of community we shall be
in the future. If only we could plan
sometimes with the benefit of hindsight,
all would be well, but that is never
possible and we have to make plans wisely
and sensitively in the hope that our
successors will rise up and call us blessed.
This is a matter in which the churches of
Lorton, Loweswater and Buttermere stand
together.

The office
of Treasurer is currently changing from Lil
to Carolyn, and funds are looking healthy
due to sterling (and successful) efforts of
both in recovering gift aid on
subscriptions.  Various County News events
were mentioned, as well as our own outing
on August 8th.  This is to the garden, and
kitchen, of Annette Gibbons, the well
known Cumbrian chef. Annette will show
us round her garden, and then cook lunch
for us, using the garden produce.  Numbers

Business out of the way, we enjoyed an
inspiring talk from Rachael Kegg, a nursing
team leader from Jigsaw, the children's
hospice, which is part of the Eden Valley
Hospice.
Eden Valley Hospice has always catered for
children, but in 2005, fundraising started
for  a purpose built children's section. It
opened in 2007 and provides specialist care
for children and young adults with life
limiting conditions throughout Cumbria,
into the Scottish Borders, and even down
into Lancashire.  Jigsaw offers respite and
palliative care, with support for families
which continues even after a child has
sadly died. They are currently supporting

62 children and young adults.  There's a
home from home atmosphere - visits from
Spider-Man and Olaf from Frozen
included!  In Feb this year, they ran a
Mum's Pamper night, with more than 30
attending to enjoy fun and relaxation with
others who understand their situation. All
these activities - complex nursing,
emotional support, as well as the fun
sessions, are funded by generous
donations from local firms and individuals.
Rachael was thanked by Ann, and we took
charge of a collecting box for Jigsaw.
Our next talk is by Meredyth Bell, on
Women in Dentistry, and will be on
Tuesday 11th July at 7.15 in the Yew Tree
Hall. Visitors welcome.

It was a pleasant surprise to see that our
Acting Rural Dean, Wendy Sanders, is also
an accomplished musician. The next Sunday
Revd Carole Ford celebrated Holy
Communion, the following Sunday Barbara
Robinson led Evensong and on the 28th Revd
Sheila is back from holiday.
The Chinese Zodiac, known as Sheng Xiao,
is represented by a different animal each
year; this year is the Year of the Rooster. In
Buttermere June has been the Month of the
Swallow and the problem of nesting in the
(newly decorated) porch. The PCC approved
expenditure on bird spikes but we have
managed without this visually harsh and
expensive solution. Nest start-ups have
been disturbed, chicken wire applied to
attempted sites and cardboard taped in
front of the niches on the stone arch. The
Ultimate Deterrent is a realistic fibreglass
kestrel, obtained from Mark Richardson of
The Fish Hotel, that hangs from the beams

and sways in the breeze. It seems to be
doing the trick.
Restoration of the WW1 Roll of Honour led
to research into the names on it. The only
fatality was Lance Sergeant David Vickers of
Lanthwaite Cottage. The 100th anniversary
of his death is 7th July 2017 and it would be
appropriate to commemorate this at the
service of Holy Communion on July 10th
Being made more aware of the WW1 Roll
of Honour has led to the thought of why
isn’t there one for those men and women
of Buttermere who served in WW2?

Following some of the recent awful
events, I went to visit a friend who has
recently moved out of London, to
Sidmouth on the South Devon coast. I
went for the weekend.

A story of 3 Churches and their Parish Papers
What we know today as The Link started life as the ‘Loweswater with Buttermere Parish Paper’ in the
early 1970s produced by the Vicar – Robert Lindsay (Lorton, with a separate Vicar (James (Jim)
Woodhead –Dixon), had a magazine of its own). Very different publications in those days the papers
focussed much more on Church matters – Services, Church Fetes, Charity work and suchlike.
Interestingly there was a monthly weather report – a Cumbrian fixation even then. There were no
illustrations and the magazine consisted of 3 or 4 foolscap pages. In the early 1980s a new Vicar (David
Edwards) was appointed with responsibility for all 3 Churches and he founded The Link – intending it to
cover all of the Churches in the new Benefice. However, Loweswater PCC surveyed their members and
decided to continue to produce their own Parish Paper, so in the early days The Link covered only
Lorton and Buttermere. By now the scope of the magazines had expanded to include more general diary
dates, reports from organisations within the community and the first ever Walkers’ Way published in
April 1986. These independent publications continued until 1991 when The Link (and the logo) as we
know it came into existence. This was headlined by the then Vicar (Michael Braithwaite) as:
“A bigger and more comprehensive parish magazine – the two Parish magazines which have enjoyed
happy co-existence for the last 3 years are to become one. The readership and the editorial staff of the
Loweswater Parish Paper have decided that the time has now come to unite with The Link. I am sure
you will agree with me that this is a definite step forward. Over the next few months we will experiment
with different sizes and layout. The readership of both magazines totals just under 400, and it is
important that the joint publication meets the needs of the majority. Our hope is that the combination
will preserve something of the style and character of both, provide a wider view of valley life and serve
the whole community, while remaining a Church publication.”
In addition to Church matters village societies continued to be represented but now also saw the
inclusion of advertisements and Parish Council minutes as well as regular articles from members of the
Community, tales of valley characters and the odd poem or two. When Michael Braithwaite left
publication was bravely taken on by a band of volunteers who met monthly to ‘cut and glue’ the articles
together and to manually produce the magazine (although at some point they did move to an
electrically powered machine!) Hard work, but very sociable by all accounts. During this period the
magazine was regularly adorned by delightful hand-drawn illustrations from Alan Johnson and Len Ball –
if anyone in the valley has artistic tendencies we’d love to include such drawings again.
In 2015 we went digital with the magazine being produced using Desk Top Publishing software and
printed commercially by Mike Taylor in Maryport but we hope the spirit of the magazine remains the
same. We would like to include more local interest stories so do please send your ideas to
lolobulink@gmail.com.

Real Coffee & Home Made Cake

It is always fascinating to try to
understand just exactly what wildlife
there is around us and particularly
intriguing to be able to recognise the
signs and tracks of those local
inhabitants which are so seldom seen. I
recently visited a long established but
little known badger sett; little known
because it is in the middle of a private
estate  which I have the privilege of
being able to visit and explore. On my
last visit, the sett appeared to have been
abandoned. There were no signs of life,
no entrances brushed clean, no latrines
in use, nothing. In fact entrances were
cluttered with leaves, twigs and general
woodland debris, a situation no self
respecting badger would tolerate. But
this time, three entrances were
obviously in use, soil was freshly
disturbed, and there were latrines – the
distinct pits which badgers dig, in which
to deposit their droppings. At another
site, there were different signs of the
presence of badgers. There was a well
beaten track through the undergrowth,
but better still, the trunk of a tree, which
had fallen across the track, was well
scored with claw marks, where Brock
had scrambled over the obstruction.
Faeces, droppings, or ”scats” often
provide invaluable information as to
exactly “who” is about, frequently
alerting us to the presence of shy or
nocturnal creatures we seldom see. I
was once walking along a wooded
riverbank when I found that a mammal
had been marking out its territory. There
were scats placed on a series of
prominent positions such as on top of a
tree stump and on top of clumps of giant
woodrush. They were typical muselid
scats, i.e. long, thin and curled, but
“who” was responsible? It is a question
of size, shape, colour, content and smell.

In this case they were too small for
badger and otter and too big for weasel
and stoat, which left pine marten or
mink. Pine marten scats smell quite
sweet and not at all unpleasant, whereas
the scent of mink scats is distinctly nasty.
One sniff was enough – mink!
Deer hoof marks or “slots” are often to
be seen too, sometimes very clearly
indeed in soft ground, and it is possible
to tell from shape and size which species
is responsible.
There are a great many other clues to be
found, such as on high points on quarry
faces or up among the crags. A
peregrine’s nest site is often given away
by brilliant white streaks of bird lime.
Similarly, the tiercel – the male
peregrine – often has a favourite place
to which it returns with prey to prepare
it before taking it to feed the falcon and
eyasses. Generally referred to as
“plucking posts”, they often stand out
well against a fell side being festooned
with feathers.
Some insects too, will leave distinct
traces. Sometimes we see a tree which
has lost some of its bark and the bare
trunk is covered in what could well be
mistaken for claw marks. But no, these
are the signs of an infestation of bark
beetle, a beetle which burrows between
the bark and the wood.
All in all, innumerable signs, tracks and
traces of a host of creatures which may
be identified and which add so much to
the pleasure and interest of country
walks and exploration! Walk on - and
good hunting.
