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With the double bill Link for
December/January, we are back in history
for our Garden Club reports this month. In
November, Phil Newport from Wildroof
Landscapes made an excellent case for
green roofs. One of their first
commissions was for a green roof for a
dog kennel, to match the neighbouring
rockery! Now green roofs account for up
to 20% of their garden business. There
can be problems - steeply pitched roofs
are tricky, and at Rheged, the sagacious
rabbits dug into the green roof and
through the waterproof membrane, and
made themselves cosy homes in the
insulation. However, the advantages are
many: rainwater run off control in cities
(green roofs take about 12 hours to
drain), wildlife friendly, soundproofing,
insulation against heat and cold etc., but,
above all, they look wonderful!

In December, Phil Brown gave us a
resume of the work of the Cumbria
Wildlife Trust. He quoted the depressing
statistics from the 2013 State of Nature

meadows lost, 60% of species in decline.
We looked at some of the 40 plus
reserves - dune, upland peat, hay
meadow and wetland. A lot of activities
are undertaken in cooperation with other
conservation agencies, plus lots of work
with schools, and even a project with
Haverigg prison. Inmates were helping to
produce plug plants for restoration work.
It's a huge range of activities and
environments - marine conservation, red
squirrels, Slow the Flow (the river
catchment work to mitigate flooding).
Long may it continue! (And more
volunteers always needed).

January was party night at the Yew Tree
Hall - lovely food and the usual silly games

Walkers´  Way  No. 181
Over the centuries, the pine marten has
become rare indeed, if not totally absent,
in most of the UK, but, interestingly
enough, it seems there are perhaps signs of
change. It was constantly persecuted by
gamekeepers for long enough especially in
the 1800’s; for example, on one Scottish
estate alone nearly 250 were destroyed in
one period of three years. However, some
remained in remote areas in the north of
Scotland, with one or two small pockets
elsewhere, indeed there were one or two
unconfirmed reports of their presence in
Cumbria some 30 years ago. They became
fully protected under the Wildlife and
Countryside Act of 1988.
A number were reintroduced into the
Galloway Forest in the 1980’s and it has
been reported that the population there
has increased somewhat and that their
range has increased. Pine marten usually
occupy a number of dens, their preference
being for elevated sites such as cavities in
tree trunks or in large birds’ nests or
squirrel dreys, but if these are not available
they will settle for burrows or cavities
among rocks, or even in buildings, and will
also adopt large nest boxes. In fact, in the
Galloway Forest boxes of appropriate size
were provided and monitored. Full details
of the design and construction advised is
available at
www.conservationevidence.com. The pine
marten is a mustelid, that is to say, it
belongs to the same family as the weasel,
stoat, otter and badger. It is carnivorous by
dentition, but omnivorous by diet. In other
words, while its preference may well be for
rabbits and small mammals, it will also eat
carrion, eggs, fruit, fungi and insects. All
animals of course impact to some degree

on others and in the case of the pine
marten there is no denying that the
occasional squirrel may appear in its diet.
However, bearing in mind the fact that the
lynx was being considered recently as a
candidate in the Ennerdale rewilding
programme, and that that species has been
absent from the district for far longer than
the pine marten and could have an even
greater impact on the existing fauna,
perhaps the reintroduction of the pine
marten would be preferable. Clearly, we
have ample suitable habitat locally, for
example along the upper reaches of the
fell-side woods at Buttermere, Loweswater,
Ennerdale and Whinlatter, to name but a
few.
Returning for a moment to the problem of
plastic, a recent report by the
Environmental Audit Committee
highlighted the immensity of the problem,
and led to the Government pledging to ban
plastic microbeads, which are used in
cosmetic and cleaning products. Just one
shower using such a product can release
100,000 plastic beads, which finish up in
the sea; 36.5% of fish sampled in the
English Channel were found to have
ingested them.
Changing subject again, it is interesting to
note that some rare mosses have been
recorded in Cumbria, namely the nationally
scarce lesser copperwort, the copper
grimmia and the heath threadwort, the
latter being a first for this county. They
were found during a survey of the Coniston
copper mines and it makes one wonder
how many more rarities await discovery at
our great many other mining sites; an
investigation calling for the attention of a
professional mycologist.       Alan Gane.

Buttermere Notes
It is always a pleasure to see how many
people are prepared to drive to
Buttermere for an early service on
Christmas Day. What a joyous start to a
birthday celebration.

The church can seat 54 and the continued
popularity of the Informal Service of Carols
and Readings was shown by a
congregation of 63 being shoe-horned in.
The singing was hearty, with occasional
descants by members of the valley’s
church choir, a tenor solo and inspired
organ playing by John Scadding. The
readings were an enjoyable mixture and
included an extract from the Koran. On
January 22nd, under the Pulpit Exchange
scheme,  we look forward to Evensong
being taken by Revd David Hasson, a
Methodist Minister from Keswick.

Above the altar is a stained glass window
depicting Mary and Martha dedicated to
Elizabeth Attlee, wife of Rev Simmonds
Attlee Vicar of Buttermere 1882-1891.
One of the visitors at the Carol Service is a
descendent and gave us a fascinating
history of the family. Simmonds Attlee was
the great-uncle of Prime Minister Clement
Attlee.

The considerable refurbishment of the
fabric is in its final phase. The railings on

the steps have been welded and painted
as have the gutters and downpipes. The
path has been levelled and gravelled and
the drains cleared. The porch has been
decorated, the attractive oak ceiling is
now visible and cleaning the sandstone
arch progresses. The precious vellum wall
hanging listing the men of Buttermere
who served in WW1 was seriously
damaged by water running down the wall
before the roof was repaired. The National
Trust advised contacting ICON (Institute of
Conservation) and one of its members is
restoring this valued item. We are very
grateful to Jim Mills, a life time visitor to
Buttermere and a previous benefactor of
St James, for generously paying for its
restoration.

When Joe Crowther retired Jan agreed to
act as the second Churchwarden for 12
months while a replacement could be
found, that was two years ago! We enjoy
working together but it does present
problems if we are away for a weekend, so
if there is somebody who would like to
take over from Jan then we would be very
glad to hear from them.
