COOKERY CORNER
Chocolate, Orange & Brandy Mousse

Serves 6-8
8oz plain chocolate, broken into pieces  5 tbs water
zested rind and juice of 1 orange  (1 tbs of juice required)
4 whole eggs        2 additional egg yolks
3oz caster sugar       ½ oz gelatine
2 tbs brandy        10fl oz whipped cream, half of it
          whipped

Place the chocolate and water in a small pan and heat gently until melted, then
cool. Whisk the eggs, egg yolks, sugar and orange zest in a bowl over a pan of
boiling water until thick and mousse-like. Soak the gelatine in a bowl with the
orange juice and brandy. Place this over a pan of simmering water and stir until
dissolved, and then add to the mousse mixture with the chocolate, stirring well.
Fold in the whipped cream and pour into a large serving bowl and leave in the
fridge to set. Serve with the remaining whipping cream.

The first time I made this I whisked the egg & sugar mixture for ages, worrying it
was not ‘mousse-like’ enough. This is not necessary – just make sure the mixture
increases in volume and is nice and fluffy. Also make sure the water in the pan only
simmers as you do not want to ‘cook’ the eggs.

Vicar’s Letter

Dear friends,

I am writing this letter in the middle of March
and I know that you will not read it until April
and I wonder what will have happened between
now and then. Will we have more snow or warm
sunny weather?  What will have happened to the
Brexit negotiations? What is our current
relationship with the EU?  Not even the
weathermen can predict exactly what weather
will come; there is nobody who can be sure what
Brexit will bring and yet it is so easy to spend
time being anxious about the future, our
personal future as well as the future of our
society. Of course, we all have concerns but to
be anxious about things which may not ever
happen or about events over which we have no
influence does us no good and stops us from
enjoying the present.

Much of Jesus’ teaching is about wrong
priorities, about rich men spending all their time
and energy to amass great fortunes only to die
before they could enjoy them, about setting
your heart on gaining riches, respect, influence
in this world instead of loving God and your
neighbour and giving generously to the needy.
The latter part of Matthew chapter 6 is all about
trusting God to provide for your needs instead of
spending all your time worrying about material
things. The last verse of this Chapter tells us,

“Therefore do not worry about tomorrow, for
tomorrow will worry about itself. Each day has
enough trouble of its own.”

I don’t think that any of us would want to take
no thought for tomorrow and what it may or
certainly will bring. The emphasis in the Bible is

on not worrying about the future, rather than on
not making sensible preparations for it. Stress
and worry are some of the major health
problems of our day and age. Even in our
primary schools children feel the pressure to
succeed and feel stressed and worried. What is
being introduced into many schools is the
practice of “mindfulness”, which encourages
children to have times of stillness and calm when
they can learn to be aware of their bodies, of the
things around them, can learn to concentrate on
the present and to acknowledge the thoughts
and feelings they have without allowing these to
overwhelm them. It’s a practice which is helpful
for everyone, but Christians can go beyond this
by being conscious that they are being still in the
presence of God. The advocates of mindfulness
stress the importance of practising it every day
just as Christian teachers all emphasise the need
for regular times of prayer if we are to grow in
our faith. If our prayer starts by our being still, by
acknowledging that God is with us, even if we do
not feel this, by being mindful of our bodies and
our surroundings, of the present, then perhaps
we shall find it easier to be regular in prayer and
to listen to God as well as to speak to God. Shall
we all, Christians and non- Christians alike, give
mindfulness a go? I practice it with the patients
at Penrith Day Hospice every week and it is one
of their favourite parts of the day.

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LORTON WOMEN’S INSTITUTE
march 2019 Meeting

A 97th Birthday is not that common, but
that is as long as Lorton W.I. has existed.  It
was formed in the aftermath of one World
War and survived through a second, when
the women of the village came together to
contribute to the war effort, from making
jam from foraged hedgerow fruit to making
gloves from rabbit skins.   We sailed
through the austerity years of the 40s and
50s, often cycling to meetings and social
events.  The 60s must have seen a few
mini-skirts (amongst the younger members
anyway, and there were quite a few of
them in those days!).  Did the Lorton W.I.
know anything of the hippy era of the 70s?
Certainly, neighbouring towns on the West
Coast experienced the closure of factories
and mines in the 80s and 90s, with the
resulting unemployment and poverty.
When I joined W.I. in 2001, the ladies still
addressed each other as Mrs!  Despite
changes, Lorton today looks a peaceful,
timeless place.  However, Lorton W.I. has
had its 97th birthday, which 11 members
celebrated in style at Portofino’s Italian
restaurant in Cockermouth on Tuesday 12th
March.

President Ann R led a short business
meeting.  Included was an invitation to an
“Egg-citing” evening from Cockermouth
W.I. on April 1st and the Federation A.G.M.,
the details of which are in the County
News.  It was agreed to pay for 2 new
chairs for the Yew Tree Hall, at a cost of
£40 per chair, from funds.
Following the meeting we settled to enjoy
delicious Italian food and toasted our W.I.
with Prosecco.  When we thought we were
full, a beautiful birthday cake, ablaze with
candles and baked and
iced by Kris appeared,
whilst we sang Happy
Birthday.  We departed
into the dark and windy
night, warmed by the
food and friendship we
had enjoyed, but
perhaps wondering, with falling numbers,
how many more birthdays we will enjoy.
Our next meeting is at 7.15 for 7.30, on 9th
April, at the Yew Tree Hall, with Alan
Cleaver and Lesley Park talking about The
Corpse Road.  It will be an Open Meeting so
all are welcome.  There will be food
following the talk, for which a donation
would be appreciated.
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My most regular walking these days is along
the Solway shore, which is an unexpectedly
happy hunting ground for a wide range of
wildlife.
There is, of course, a regular population of a
number of species of gulls, including the lesser
blackback, and a host of oystercatchers too.
Then there are a few crows, which have
developed a crafty technique for gaining food.
Watch carefully and you will see one retrieve a
winkle or similar small shellfish, fly up very
steeply to a height of 20 or 30 feet with it in its
beak, drop it, follow it down as it falls on the
rocks beneath and if it breaks open, devour the
tasty morsel within. If it does not break, the
process is repeated.
At this time of year there are a number of great
crested grebes along the coast as well, often
quite close inshore, birds which spend the
summer months on fresh waters. Their long
necks, double crests and white breasts are a
striking sight.
Only the other day there was a red throated
diver, a bird which nests among the Scottish
islands and Highland lochs, but which does
appear on our coastal waters just now. Those
lucky enough to be able to see one in detail
cannot but be struck by the long, pointed bill
and the highly streamlined grey head. The red
throat patch from which it gets its name is
present only in the summer.
Another species spotted recently was the
common scoter. This is a visiting duck which is
to be seen in our waters in winter months
having come down from its breeding grounds
in Northern Europe and the Arctic. The drake is
particularly striking as it is entirely jet black
except for a small orange patch on its bill; the
duck is dark brown with pale cheeks. This is not
to be confused with the closely related velvet
scoter, which is larger and in which the drake

has a white eye patch and the duck a pair of
white cheek patches.
More commonly seen in the same location are
cormorants, often in ones or twos, diving into
the water, flying only a foot or two above the
surface and standing on the rocks, drying their
wings. Just occasionally there are some
hundreds in flight.
Few things in Nature gladden the heart more
than signs of spring, which now abound. On
19th February, I was alerted by one of my
favourite sounds – the distant honking of
geese! They took a bit of spotting, but
eventually there they were, a substantial skein
flying North- a true sign of Spring. And talking
of “skeins” or flocks, I was delighted recently to
see a flock of lapwings, a bird which has
become something of a rarity having declined
tremendously in recent years as a result of
changes in agricultural practice.
The 20th February saw the first two clumps of
frog spawn arrive in the garden pond and
within four days the number had risen to nine!
Anyone with an interest in the natural world
and/or photography and who has the
opportunity would be well advised to visit the
Wildlife Photographer of the Year Exhibition
currently at the Natural History Museum. There
were 45,000 entries from 49 countries of which
the judges chose the 100 now on display. The
range of subjects is vast and the quality of the
work is breath taking.
It clearly demonstrates the excellence of the
equipment available these days, from
outstanding lenses to the quite extraordinary
efficiency of camera traps, such as that which
succeeded in capturing a superb head on shot
of a fast approaching tiger only a few feet
away.

Film Night Double Bill in Lorton

Robert Redford films, Butch Cassidy and the Sundance Kid, and The Old Man and the
Gun.

Butch Cassidy and the Sundance Kid really needs no
introduction. First shown in 1969 (so this is the 50th
anniversary year), it is loosely based on the true story of
notorious outlaws Robert Leroy Parker (Butch) and Harry
Alonzo Longabaugh (Kid) and stars Paul Newman, Robert
Redford and Katherine Ross. The film won 4 Oscars including
Best Song for Raindrops Keep Falling on my Head and Best
Original Screenplay and was nominated for Best Director and
Best Picture.

The Old Man and the Gun is again about bank
heists. Based on the astonishing true story of
Forrest Tucker, a lifetime crook and prison-
escaper who, in his 70’s conducted a series of
bank robberies, often accompanied by two
other old-timers. They became known as the
Over-The-Hill-Gang. This is a bitter-sweet
comedy, and in his last acting role, “Redford’s
farewell is a sad, sweet moment” (Peter
Bradshaw, The Guardian).

Just occasionally something that is a
problem in one area becomes the solution
to another. The recent storms (of various
names) proved without doubt that the
draught excluder at the living room door
was actually more of a draught indicator. It
would be kicked back against the door as I
resumed sitting on the sofa.

Too
many people I work with are on calorie
counting or whichever fad is in currently so
there are a lot of crackers, rice cakes and
Ryvita about. But this did raise an
interesting discussion; which side of the

Ryvita do you put your topping on? Having
sat next to my friend
for most of a week
watching her spread
her cream cheese on
the wrong side, I had
to ask her why she
wasn’t putting the
topping on the side
with the holes. I then pointed out you can
have more topping if you put it on the other
side as it goes into the holes. She’s been
doing it right ever since.
At the Oscars this year we had the slightly
kooky Olivia Coleman bagging herself a gong
and wearing a nice dress and several metres
of seemingly superfluous fabric. On the Red
carpet the paps always ask ‘who are you
wearing?’ A rather odd question if you think
about it further. We know they mean the
designer but it does sound like you’ve
turned cannibal and rocked up like Lady
Gaga and her meat dress. They can’t ask
‘what are you wearing?’ as that would
sound like a slight against whatever
lampshade/ loo roll holder/ curtain was on
display.

On Feb 28th, Grainne Jakobson,
one of our club members, gave us
an excellent talk on the history of
the National Garden Scheme, for
which she is a volunteer. This
splendid organisation, which last
year raised the astonishing sum of
£3.1 million for health related
charities, has its origins in 19th
century district nurse training. Wil-
liam Rathbone, a Quaker philan-
thropist, was looking for a well
trained nurse to look after his dy-
ing wife, and following his experi-
ence, realised the need for nurses
to look after patients in their own
homes. With other campaigners
for nurse education, a school for
training rural district nurses was
set up. The garden element was
the brilliant idea of Elsie Wragg in
the 1920s. In 1927, she persuaded
609 garden owners to open to the
public for 1 day and raised £8191.
She had excellent contacts, and
with King George V and Sandring-
ham in the lead, the great and the
good followed. Today there are
3552 owners participating, al-
though Grainne is keen to see
some new gardens in Cumbria
There are group openings of neigh-
bouring gardens, allotments, grand
gardens, small gardens, pop up
gardens etc. - it's quality and char-
acter that she's looking for.

The last meeting of the winter sea-
son was on March 19th, when
Kevin Preston gave a talk on

"Growing for perfume" Kevin is a
professional gardener from Carn-
forth whose passion is growing
sweet peas. He admits it was a
hobby that has now got out of
control! He is a champion sweet
pea grower sowing up to 7000
seeds a year and potting on 2500.
He has been the national champi-
on and received a gold medal last
year at Tatton. He talked about the
importance of using good quality
compost and only planting on
seedlings that are healthy and ro-
bust. His enthusiasm for his fa-
vourite flower was quite infectious
and the amount of care and detail
he puts in is to be admired. Sweet
peas are the most demanding
plants to grow especially in the
summer when picking the flowers
(1200 stems a night) and tying
them to canes (300 a
night)becomes a full time job. He
owned up to having a very under-
standing wife! The perfume radiat-
ing from his garden must be
wonderful. He brought along a
large selection of other aromatic
plants to sell which were very pop-
ular with the members. Lots of car-
rier bags were being taken home.

The first summer outing will be on
Thursday 16th May to Deer Rud-
ding, Hesket Newmarket.
